Located just West of Fashion Valley Shopping Center, down the hill

from the University of San Diego and Mission Hills, you’ll find a bustling
mini-metropolis offering an exciting, luxurious and smart way of living.

Upon arrival to the Village at Morena Vista, right off the I-5 Morena
Blvd. exit, the lunch
hour is bustling with
professionals, stu-
dents, and families
seated at outdoor ta-
bles, you will find the
crowd enjoying
Jamba Juice,
Starbucks, Subway,
Mondo’s, Z-Pizza and
the popular Urbane
Café.

Directly ahead is
an impressive Span-
ish-inspired four story
apartment building
and clock tower with a
grand arching entry
way. The trolley can
be seen coming from
the southern side of
the apartment build-
ing boasting gorgeous views of Mission Hills and the Presidio. Above the
retail spaces are two story loft style apartments, many with clear views to

the University of San Diego.
Sitting on the patio of Starbucks, the corner plaza is the meeting place

for residents and customers sipping coffee, reading the newspaper and
enjoying the fountain of this redevelopment project.

The redevelopment was completed in 2006; a private public partner-
ship between The Metropolitan Transit System, the City of San Diego Re-
development Agency, The City of San Diego and Morena Vista LLC, an
Affiliate of CityLink Investment Corporation.

The property has 22 town-home style lofts above 14 stores of approxi-
mately 18,500 square feet of retail space and 185 one, two, and three bed-
room apartments ranging from $1307 to $2650. per month. In partnership
with the San Diego Housing Commission, The Village is a participant in
the Inclusionary Housing Pro-
gram for qualifying moderate in-
come applicants. Of the 185
apartments, 18 are designated for
this program.

Lease Terms for all apart-
ments can be flexible, but are
generally twelve months. Pro-
spective tenants are encouraged
to visit the website daily while
apartment shopping because
prices and available lease terms
do change.

Once past the iron gates beneath the clock tower, the interior of the
building feels like an exclusive lavish resort. Residents enjoy all the ame-
nities of the larger Class A apartment
