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is equipped with multiple work out stations and flat screen TV’s. The
Business Center offers computer work stations, copy and fax services. The
Game Room is spacious with a pool table and a large flat screen TV. What
is generally considered a Club house is an elegant space with a dou-

ble-sided fireplace creating two sep-
arate seating rooms, often used for
quiet reading or reserved by residents
for private parties. There is access to
a Gourmet Kitchen and Theater that
are often utilized by residents for
multi-media presentations, movie
nights, and special events.
