Choosing the right pet care is an

important decision and deserves
careful consideration.

Is your dog well so-
cialized, healthy, and current
on vaccinations? Does he
like activity? Would he toler-
ate confinement for several
hours? Is he able to adjust
easily to change? Does he
show evidence of separation
anxiety?

But beware, not all ken-
nels are created equal.

Check with friends for
a recommendation and always visit

If your questions are satisfactorily
addressed, I recommend that you
book a trial week-end before your
vacation. If all goes well, make

your reservation.
But what if your dog is shy,

aggressive or under-social-
ized? What if he has special
needs or doesn’t react well to
change? What if you have
other animals at home? Then
a professional pet sitter would
be the better solution. The
dog gets to remain in his own
environment with his regular
routine and one-on-one atten-
tion. But how do you choose
the right pet sitter? A profes-

sional will set up a consultation ap-
pointment and ask a lot of ques-
tions about your pet. She or he will
be bonded, insured and certified in

pet first aid. She will be involved in
a professional association and will
offer an array of services. She will
have experience with a variety of
dogs and will be prepared to give
you several references. If her quali-
fications meet your expectations,
observe how she interacts with
your dog. Look at your dog’s body
language. If all appears satisfac-
tory, check the references and book
the sitter.

Although cost is always part of
the equation, it should not be the
deciding factor when choosing pet
care. It is better to have peace of
mind knowing your “best friend”
is in excellent hands than it is to
save a few dollars.
