travel and vacation dollars when
traveling to Ensenada, Baja Cali-
fornia, Mexico. Discounts from
10% to 25% are good at any of the
participating merchants and is
valid for up to 4 persons until 2010.

The Fast Pass, issued with the
Discount Card is a certificate that
will be validated by the participat-
ing merchants when as little as
1,000 pesos (about $66. US Cy) is
spent in Ensenada. This stamped
certificate is then presented to the
border agent at the Medical Emer-
gency Lane ONLY at the border
and allows a faster entry back into
the United States, avoiding the
long lines of cars awaiting re-entry.

For a better idea of purchases in
Ensenada, if you stay at a hotel,
you receive the discount by pre-
senting the card, your Fast Pass is
stamped and faster return is guar-

anteed and you probably have al-
ready achieved the $66. minimum
purchase amount. The same ap-
plies, for instance, if you dine at El
Rey Sol Restaurant with four per-
sons.

The creator of this idea, Sr. Jean
Loop Bitterlin of Ensenada, has
been working on this idea for over
one year and all is set to begin. The
dedicated line at the San Ysidro
border is on the left side of the
crossing and is marked by signs
that guide tourists from Zona Rio
and Second Street (Calle Segunda)
in downtown Tijuana.
